More than 100 individuals received enough food for several days. Clients were able to shop in the Centet's
food bank which contained a vast selection of groceries, including fresh fruits and vegetables, bread, meat and
even snacks. Clients were also able to select clothing from the Center's clothing bank which even includes
infant's clothing. The Center hopes to expand the selection of children's and men's clothing and gratefully
accepts donations before and after all church services.

The Church was overwhelmed by the generous support of the community. Volunteers from different ethnic
and religious backgrounds came together to further the effort to feed the hungry and clothe the naked.
Generous financial contributions from the church's congregation and an anonymous corporate donor made it
possible to obtain the food and fixtures. Individuals in the community donated food and clothing, as well as
refrigerators and freezers.

Cleveland Foodbank made it possible to obtain the food at below cost, and some items at no cost. Dollar
General in Northfield donated clothing racks and hangers.
